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1. 	Even though the whole article raises ideas that I find interesting, the best one I find fascinating is the story in the Pali Canon about a father as well as a daughter who used to perform in a circus. During their performance, the father would put a long bamboo stick on his forehead and allow his daughter to climb to the top of it. They did all the performances to get money and buy foodstuff like rice and curry to eat. They were given the money by the people who watched them perform. The interesting part about the passage is when the dad tells her daughter that they have to take care of each other. The dad intended to warn her daughter about the risky game that they were playing. According to him, he had the responsibility of taking care of her daughter while at the same time, the girl had the task of taking care of her father. The whole reason behind taking care of each other was for them to avoid being injured while performing and stop earning as they did. 
It is interesting to note the response the daughter gave her father. According to the girl, her father could have said that everyone had the responsibility to take care of themselves. According to the girl, it was essential to be careful of oneself during the performance. Taking care of oneself meant that one person cared for the other. If the father takes care of himself, then that would transfer to that their performance would be stable and everyone would be alert. On her side, the daughter would be careful when climbing and ensure nothing would happen to herself or her father.
