Students shall choose one of below topic:
1. Discuss potential political and economic consequences of China’s One Belt, One Road policy.
2. Discuss potential risks related with Chinese advancements in AI technology development.
3. Why has the Chinese economic expansion into Africa been so successful?
Students also may choose their own essay topic concerning problems related to China’s politics, economy or society. In such way the topic is supposed to be approved by lecturer. It should have at around 3500 words and have a form of a scholarly paper, with proper referencing and bibliography. For guidance, see, ‘IR Essay Writing Standard’ and Thesis Manual available on student resources (zasoby) under access code: course1.
Plagiarism: Use quotations if needed, but never copy without indicating the source (quotation marks and reference); otherwise, this will be treated as plagiarism. ‘Bad paraphrasing’ will not excuse you.
Delivery: The paper should be delivered in an electronic versions. Electronic version should have the following format: your last name, underscore, course title, for example, Romanov_Chinese_civilisation.doc. Please save your papers as .rtf or .doc files (not .docs)
Deadline: There are 2 submission dates for the paper. First one in January 6th, 2018. After that time  feedbacks will be provided to students (till January 12th) Students will have additional 2 weeks time to revise their papers. The final deadline is on January 26th, 2018. Each day delay lowers the mark by 5%; 6 days delay means 0 as the mark.
Editing Rules:
· Margins: 2,5 cm

· Space: 1.5 space between verses
· Single quotation marks for quotations; italics for book/periodical titles
Marking scheme:
40% of points refer to content of the text, 40% of points refer to the structure, coherency and logic of the text – if arguments are presented in logical and coherent way, 20% of points student may get if he or she includes something extraordinary (interesting, creative ideas based on his or her own study).
Re-sit: A student who fails a paper (mark below 35%) another paper concerning different problem (topic is to be approved by lecturer).
