For example, there are three-consonant roots in the Arabic language as its foundation. As such, all parts of speech can only be formed through combing the three-consonant roots with a vowel pattern that is fixed and sometimes it can be an affix (Fortun & Kim 15). As a result, Arab students get confused when writing in English since there are no patterns to help them differentiate nouns, verbs or adjectives. Or, you could say that authors and writers are different people who use writing. Again, you’d have to give more explanation, and then you’d have to decide which one you are: are you a writer or an author? So, decide which direction you want to go and modify that accordingly. From there, the other thing I want you to do for content is add more! You’re bringing up some good ideas, but the moving away from them so quickly.
