What details stand out for you?
​
The details that stand out for me include the convey of Walt's belief in the limits of science in the study of nature, the proper understanding of nature when one needs experience, and imagery in expressing the poem's theme.
 
How do details in different parts of the poem connect one another?
 
​The poem has eight lines. The first four start with the word when which offers and makes them seem like a list of facts from the scientific perspective. The first four lines connect with the others as they try to explain using the poetic trope. The other four lines give the reaction after the approval of the response from the lecturer's facts to the classroom from time to time.
 

Which parts of the poem seem to be confusing and why?
 
​Confusing parts of the poem were when proofs and figures were on the columns' range before me. This part is confusing because the guarantees made can only be made via a thorough and detailed explanation made through simple language, but there was the use of figures which I did not know their meaning. Also, the facts' description was not thorough since the language used was not clear as it used metaphors and indirect language to explain.  
 
What sort of metaphors or similes does the poet use?
 
​The metaphor used in this poem by Whitman is juxtaposition. It is applied when changing the view of the stars from charts and diagrams to the perfect silence. The word used to express metaphor is "glide," which symbolizes the narrator's relief when leaving the lecture room.  
How can you characterize the poem's tone?
​The poem's tone is overwhelmingly weary in most parts of the poem. The style is dull from line 1 to line 4 but lines five to 8 turn into childish. The tone shift in the first section of the poem and the last three lines is always palpable. The speaker is rising and gliding it when he leaves the lecture room. Finally, after the speaker finishes presenting the poem, there applauds the lecturer with enthusiasm.
