Overview
In the essay synopsis, you are expected to write a synopsis for the final essay explaining the main questions, theoretical framework, and the main argument. Comment critically on the sources (scholarly books and articles used for this research paper). The Essay Synopsis must follow accepted guidelines for academic research essays (title, title page, complete footnotes, full bibliography, etc.)
In the final essay, the paper may take the form of an analytical discussion of how we read texts with an eye on their historical, cultural and social context. You may employ theory to analyze a novel, film, short stories, play, television program, or other relevant cultural product.
Purpose
The research essay, which is comprised first of the essay synopsis followed by the final essay, is designed to develop and enhance your critical reading, analytical, and writing skills. By completing the essay, you will be able to connect your thoughts from the readings, videos/films and discussions with classmates.
Instructions
For the essay synopsis, use two or more key readings that you would consider for the final paper, and relate them to specific aspects of your argument. The synopsis should contain your theoretical framework and the main argument. You can use the various topics provided in the course, and relate one or more topics to others. The synopsis should be between 500-750 words. Again, you are expected to place your research question within the context of the themes being considered in the various units of study in this course. This essay synopsis is to sort through your ideas and arguments, identify any gaps in your argument or changes of focus that might develop.
The final essay (2000 words), will clearly convey your argument and ideas, which you already identified in your essay synopsis. The essay must have an introduction, a main body and a conclusion. The purpose of an introduction is to introduce the reader to what your essay is going to be about and why it is worth reading. In the main body, you will discuss your main argument, and provide cited works that support your thesis. Make sure to write each paragraph in relation to the purpose of your essay. The conclusion is where you tell your reader what your essay has been about. It provides the last opportunity to make your argument convincingly.
