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Postmodern Philosophy and the Philosophy of the Postmodern

1) In addition to the emerging reassertion of rationality as the vehicle of progress in the sciences and
justice in the legal moral political community, Lyotard describes the postmodern as an era of
experimentation, of new forms and trajectories, of a new possible Avant-guard that constitutes itself as
problematizing the validity of our accepted notion of ‘rationality.” What does he mean by
experimentation? How does Derrida’s The Ear of the Other exemplify the project of this
experimentation? What is an experimental ear? How is the experimental element of postmodernism
“exhibited” by deconstruction in general and in the utterance producing machine (and the state)
specifically in Derrida’s text The Ear of the Other.

2)Try to establish some connections between a pass-word of Baudrillard and the projects of Deleuze (&
Guattari) and/or Foucault. You can structure your answer in terms of how they are the same and/or how
they are different, but try to preserve the uniqueness of each of their visions. This question is meant to
ask you to explore the intersections between different projects, noting any structural similarities in their
theories o establishing a difference that their respective theories make to the way in which a practice,
say ‘justice’ or ‘rehabilitation’ is defined and justified. For example, you could talk about the difference
between X and Y that Baudrillard establishes in text Z, and show that in relation to Foucault's
micrological studies of power in the prisons, X undermines the body’s captivity/docility while Y
preserves its subjection. The goal of this question is to foster creative schizo-rhizomatic connections
between ideas, theories, questions, others, enemies, etc.
