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Question 2
The Vietnamese war is one of the most costly battles in American history. To date, the impact of the war that lasted between 1955 and 1975 is still felt in American history. However, the reasons why the US went to war with Vietnam remains unclear, and this remains a source of argument. However, the war resulted in rebellion from the young citizens as it led to the death of 58,000 American soldiers.
One of the reasons why some of the Americans opposed the Vietnamese war is the climate and terrain of Vietnam. Although the Americans troops were large in numbers, they were greatly affected by the rough terrain of Vietnam. Vietnam shares a border with China, Cambodia, and Laos, and it is very hilly, with only 20 per cent of the land being level. This rough terrain, combined with the subtropical climate of the region greatly affected the war. Some of the American soldiers endured temperatures of up to 120 degrees (McLaughlin, 2014). Other factors of concern included, humidity, groundwater and monsoonal rains and they meant that the geographical information systems were always drenched with both sweat and water.
The other reason why most of the individuals in opposition to the Vietnam War were young is that the young people below the age of 25 who were forcefully recruited into the war. This was following the compulsory draft that had been initiated during World War II requiring mandatory registration of young men above the age of 18 to participate in the war. College students were, therefore, more likely to be drafted in the war as they could quickly get a deferment, and this saw many of them engage in civil disobedience as they protested the war.
The television also influenced the attitudes of the young American men with regards to the Vietnamese war. The news that hit the American headlines depicted heroic American troops who kept winning the war. However, the truth is that the Americans kept losing while the media provided false information. Vietnam used the television to introduce the viewers to a new kind of America which was not the case. However, when the Americans came to know the truth, it was evident that there military abuses. For instance, the My Lai Massacre that took place in 1968 sparked riots across cities and universities since the young people protested against the war (Bergerud, 2018). The fruits of the outage were seen in the fact that the American troops left the Vietnamese empire in 1973.
In conclusion, the war between the Americans and the Vietnamese resulted in many casualties. The US was disadvantaged based on the rough terrain that prevented the soldiers from accessing their enemies. Question 4
The Watergate scandal is one of the most historical moments in America since it led to the resignation of President Richard Nixon in 1974. Nixon became the first President in American history to resign, eventually bowing down to public pressure. President Nixon and his administration were accused of the illegal wiretapping at the Democratic National Committee headquarters.
President Richard Nixon had only stayed in power for two years after his re-election. President Nixon had taken an initiative to improve the domestic intelligence by agencies including CIA and FBI in 1970 although he rescinds the approval days later. Following year, The New York Times started publishing the secret history of the Vietnam War in what was called the pentagon papers. In response, the White House arranged for the burglary of the psychiatrist’s office in accusation of leaking the pentagon papers. Later on, in 1972, five men were arrested as they tried to bug the offices at the Watergate Hotel (The Washington Post). A series of events followed including the fact that A GOP security aide who had been head of Nixon’s re-election campaign was mentioned among the five people earlier on arrested. It was revealed that a $25,000 cheque earmarked for Nixon’s re-election campaign had been wound up in a bank account of one of the burglars of the Watergate Hotel (The Washington Post). It was also discovered that there was a secret Republican fund that had been used to finance intelligence operations against the Democrats. The peak of the accusations came in the same year 1972 when the FBI discovered that the Watergate break was associated with a massive campaign of political sabotage that fuelled Nixon’s re-election campaign. Investigations began in 1973 with Nixon’s former aides convicted of crimes of three crimes including wiretapping, burglary and conspiracy. Although President Nixon openly denied association with the crimes, the Senate lost confidence in his administration and planned impeachment, charging Nixon with obstruction of justice. He eventually bowed to public pressure and resigned in 1974. 
The presidency of President Nixon was characterized by a series of scandals that saw him become the first President to resign in American history. President Nixon’s administration was accused of the wiretapping and conducting intelligence operations on the Democrats which enabled Nixon to win the election by a landslide. Although President Nixon was not directly involved in the acts, he was accused of obstruction of justice with the Senate planning an impeachment. This saw him resign two years after his re-election.
